THREE PHASES OF COMPETITION

Ethnic Costume/Self Introduction

dancing number that will take approximately 5 minutes. The BYNC also provides contestants
with talent outfit. The BYNC will conduct training and rehearsal sessions THREE WEEKS prior to
the crowning ceremony. You are responsible for attending all of the rehearsals.

Evening Wear

In the final phase of completion, before finalists are determined, contestants will close the
competition with their evening gowns and a final question. Contestants are responsible in
purchasing their own gowns, shoes, and accessories. This will be the final competition to
impress the judges by displaying your elegance and intelligence. You will be ask to walk down
the runway individually, then you will be asked a question such as “Who has been your biggest
role model”. After answering your questions, you will then walk down the run way with the
rest of the contestants.
